ENTRIES NOT ON OFFICIAL AKC ENTRY FORMS or photocopies of entry forms without the
agreement and rules on the reverse side of the Official AKC entry form are NOT ACCEPTABLE.

THE CLUB AND ITS SHOW SECRETARY ASSUME NO RESPONSIBILITY for wrong or incomplete
information given on the entry form by the owner or agent of the owner. This Club and its Show
Secretary assume no responsibility for the owner or owner’s agent entering a dog twice or in a class for
which the dog is ineligible to compete.

ENTRY FEES MUST ACCOMPANY ENTRIES. ENTRY FEES will not be refunded in the event of errors or
cancellation of entries after the published closing date, nor in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified,
or excused by the Veterinarian or Judge or barred from competition by the Show Committee, or because
the dog is ineligible to compete because it is incorrectly entered.
